The partnership between Héma-Québec and the Centre d’hébergement is not new. For over 13 years now, the Blood Donor Drive is organized every year. Interesting fact: the Centre d’hébergement is the only CHSLD (Residential and Long-Term Care Centre) on the Island of Montreal that organizes a blood donor drive.
At the heart of the Blood Donor Drive: the volunteers
Organizing a blood donor drive requires the involvement of an enthusiastic team of volunteers to welcome the donors. It’s a great opportunity for seniors to contribute to a community event, to meet people, to promote a good cause and to contribute to encouraging well-being and health.  

All the residents do their part. On April 27, they will be kind enough to eat their meals in their rooms or in the lounge of each unit, so that Héma-Québec can receive more donors in the cafeteria. 
Pauline Delisle and Noëlla Gauthier are the volunteer representatives for the Centre. Mrs. Delisle has been participating in the event since 2006, and Mrs. Gauthier has been participating since 2009. They encourage the donors who come to the Blood Donor Clinic, help them fill out an evaluation form from Héma-Québec and offer them a snack.
Intergenerational involvement 
It isn’t only seniors from the Centre who get involved in the Blood Donor Clinic. Some young people will also be taking part. This year, a group of Scouts from the region will visit the residents for a few hours. These young people will talk with the seniors and keep them company. The seniors will have fun and enjoy the company of energetic young people during the Blood Donor Clinic. The Scouts will give them thank you cards that they have made themselves.  
Donating blood: a simple and gratifying gesture
Let’s keep in mind that there is a constant need for blood. In Québec, every 80 seconds someone needs blood. To meet this demand, at least 1,000 blood donations a day must be sent to hospital centres in the province.
