Renovating Lakeshore General Hospital

The construction will be suspended for the winter 
Pointe-Claire, January 16, 2009 - Lakeshore General Hospital renovations got under way in 2008 are coming along well. The work required to replace the exterior building envelope of the east wing of the West Island Health and Social Services Centre (HSSC) is completed.
The construction suspended for the winter will start up again in April.
“We’ve repaired the roof, isolated the walls, laid new brick, installed new windows and corrected certain building structures,” explained Riccardo Di Marco, the Building Department Manager of the West Island HSSC.
“Patients and employees will be much more comfortable,” Mr. Di Marco added. They will be less cold in the winter and less hot in the summer. We hope to use less energy to heat and air-condition, which would allow us to refinance construction costs.”

The cost of this restoration work is evaluated at $11 million. However, the savings achieved thanks to these renovations will help offset these expenses.
More work ahead

The hospital’s building envelope hadn’t been changed since the 1960s and so, work will continue in the other wings as well. A of April, roofing renovations above the east wing and the ground floor will commence, as well as the renovation behind the east wing.  
New parking spaces
Five of the six parking lots have also been renovated. By tracing new lines to define each parking space, the hospital has been able to create some fifty new spaces. “The old spaces were badly planned. By applying the standards of the municipality of Pointe-Claire, we were able to gain more space.”
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
