Status Report – West Island Flooding

April 21, 2008. You have certainly learned from media coverage that the level of Lac des Deux-Montagnes and Rivière des Prairies is on the rise due to the spring thaw, and that this may result in flooding at a number of locations in the West Island HSSC area.

The boroughs of Île-Bizard–Sainte-Geneviève and Pierrefonds-Roxboro as well as the Town of Sainte-Anne-de-Bellevue are thus in direct contact with Montreal’s Emergency Preparedness Centre in order to monitor the changing situation and to prepare for whatever may happen. Presently, floodwaters are expected to peak on Wednesday or Thursday this week.

The HSSC has set up a West Island flooding coordination committee. The committee is in touch with all appropriate authorities and has the situation well in hand. The two boroughs and town intend to open a shelter, if necessary, and social workers will be called in to support people who go there. We have also identified our home support clients at risk, who may need to be relocated in target CHSLDs if flooding occurs.
